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I want to take this opportunity to cover topics; which I believe are of interest to all the residents of North Lewisburg.   

This is going to be a busy summer for the workers.  This summer will bring a lot of different projects for the Village; there 

will be some improvements at the park. The crack sealing program will continue this year on the north side of the Village. This is 

the year for chip and seal of alleys and parking lots within the Village.   There will be another extension of the Multi-Use Path 

within the Village. The long awaited completion of the well-house rebuild will be done this summer. The last project that resi-

dents may see is the paving of a couple Village streets. 

 

Project one has been completed at the park already this year; it was the tiling on diamond one and the placement of a 

catch basin outside diamond one to allow for better drainage after heavy rains. This project was done in conjunction with Triad 

Jr. Baseball. 

 

Project two that you will see this summer is the extension of the Multi-Use path from North Sycamore St. to Maple St. or 

possibly complete through to Railroad St..  This extension will be completed this summer. These extensions will receive chip and 

seal when doing the other chip and seal projects in the Village. 

 

Project three that will be going on this summer is we are going to repeat the crack sealing program within the Village to 

extend the life of the asphalt of our Village Streets.  Last year, with our staff doing the crack sealing we were able to do almost all 

the streets within the Village south of Maple St.. This year we will be doing the streets north of Maple St..  Last year we accom-

plished this by our staff doing the work instead of contracting out. When we received quotes we could only have done two 

streets compared to all that we were able to accomplish by doing it ourselves.  The cost of quotes to do to streets came in at 

around $15,000.00 the cost for material to complete what we sealed was $7,500.00 half the cost. 

 

Project four you may see this summer is the paving of a couple of streets within the Village. This will solely depend on 

the cost of asphalt and what the Village finances can afford. 

 

Project five you will see this summer is the chip and seal program the Village does every third year to the parking lots 

and alleys of the Village.  This year we will be selecting only certain alleys to receive 

the chip and seal to keep the cost down. The alleys that will be chosen to receive 

are high traffic alleys. We will also be chip and sealing the bike path extensions. 

 

Project five for this summer is the renovation of the well house at the Wa-

ter Treatment Plant.  This project is long overdue; this will not only make a better 

cover for the wells but also a better protection to protect the public drinking water 

supply of the Village.  With this new addition this will allow for more additional 

storage options for the Village. 

 

The next topic I have is finances.  Last year we decided to change phone 

service of the Village over from Century Link to Time Warner Digital phone service, by switching the phone services over to Time 

Warner the Village has saved $5,200 for  phone service. This equates to a 61% reduction in cost to the Village for phone services. 

The following table will give you a glimpse of the financial picture of the Village of North Lewisburg, by comparing the 

first three months (January thru March) of 2010 to the first three months (January thru March) of 2011 in both area’s revenues 

and expenses. 

Currently the Village is on track with budgeted revenues for this fiscal year. The expenditures are currently 12.7% under 

when compared to the appropriation expenditures which equates to $195,097.00. The following tables will show the major reve-

nue and expenditures funds for the Village of North Lewisburg.

ORDINANCE/RESOLUTIONS SINCE LAST NEWSLETTER 
 
 
 Resolution 04-05-2011 , declaring May 1-8 as Spring Clean-up Week. 
 Ordinance # 253, adopting the 2011 Ohio Basic Code (Emergency Passage) 
 Resolution # 02-01-11, allowing Administrator to serve and represent North 

Lewisburg on the Health District Board and Advisory Council in the absence of the 
Mayor. 

 Recommendation to Repeal North Lewisburg Village Ordinance # 60 Ordinance 
Regulating the Burning of Trash and Rubbish.  Ordinance # 60 is in conflict with 
current OEPA regulations and Ohio Basic Code sections 91.55-91.99. 
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With the arrival of  Spring and Summer, most of us use a little more water than we do in the winter 
months.  This is mainly due to watering grass, gardens, and flowers.  The minimum amount charged 
is 3000 gallons for $60.00.  Additional gallons are charged at the rate of  $19.74 per each 1000 gal-
lon.   
 
  
  Meters are read every month usually on the 25th or 26th unless it falls on a week-end  or

 holiday. They are then read the following day. 
 
  
 
  Bills are due on the 18th of each month.   
 A penalty (10% of the monthly w/s charges) will be applied to payments received after the 
 18th of the month/ 
  
 
  
  If  you do not receive a bill by the 6th of the month— 
 You may call the office (747-3645) and request the amount of your bill or you may come in 

and we will make you out a bill. All bills are generated by the computer and all are mailed 
at the same time. Failure to receive a bill does not relieve customer of penalty or 
charges. 

 
  
  If you choose to place your payment for water/sewer in the drop box __ 
 Your payment and W/S bill should be either stapled or clipped together or placed in an enve-

lope.  If you are not enclosing the bill (which is not recommended), you should clearly identify 
that it is the W/S  payment.  (We also collect court payments in the drop box)  If you are pay-
ing by cash, you should make payment during business hours in order that we may give you 
a written receipt. 

 
  If you have questions about your W/S charges, what number do you call? 
 
 The number for the billing clerk is the 747-3645 number.  (Normal hours for the billing clerk is 

Tues., Wed. , Thurs. ) However, other office personnel can normally answer your questions.

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The Annual Drinking water Quality Reports will be mailed in late June. Please take the opportunity to 

read this publication. If you do not receive a report, copies are available at the Municipal Building 

and on the web site at www.nlewisburg.com. Water is absolutely essential to the human bodyôs 

survival.  A person can live for about a month without food, but only about a week without water. 

People need about 2.5 quarts of water  a day (from drinking or eating) to maintain good health.  

While usage varies from community to community and person to person, an average American 

family uses 183 gallons of water each day for cooking, washing, flushing, and watering purposes.  

The average family turns on the tap between 70 and 100 times daily 

Fact: More water is used in the bathroom than any other place in the home.  

Action: Turn off the water when you brush your teeth and shave. Install low-flow toilets, shower 

heads and faucet aerators and youôll save thousands of gallons of water a year. Itôs a savings that 

should reduce your water bill.  

Fact:  A dripping faucet can waste up to 2000 gallons of water a year. A leaky toilet can waste as 

much as 200 gallons of water a day.

    Before I get into the actual subject of this update, I wanted to thank all of those with the encouraging 

words, cards of sympathy and the flowers after the recent passing of my mother. She was a wonderful 

and loving mother, who did not mind speaking her mind, I believe I inherited that from her, and I am 

very proud of that fact. She will always be in my heart and mind, and she is now looking down upon me 

as I continue in this life. 

    Last newsletter, I related to you my concerns regarding the Northeast Champaign County Fire District 

board. I want to make it clear; we are very blessed with the men and women who work for the fire dis-

trict. These men and women do a wonderful job and I believe our village is very well taken care of by 

these wonderful individuals. I want to make sure I create a distinction between the board and the per-

sonnel. 

    Regarding the board of the Fire District, I really believe there are some issues that need to be looked 

at with greater scrutiny.

This to me is creating some issues as 

far as who is really watching out for the people and personnel of the fire department. When you con-

sider that the majority of the board is already holding and elective office watching over tax dollars of 

those citizens, then which one is thought of first, the ones they were elected to represent or the tax 

money of voted on fire and emt levies. 

     Why do I bring all of this up, I am worried about the path the Fire Board is taking with regards to fi-

nances and actually how some of them are trying to get involved in the operations and process of our 

village.
